Parents/carers should be aware that only
plain black shoes are permitted in the school – 
there must be no white/coloured labels, logos, 
markings, buckles or studs. Shoes must be 
leather or leather look. Please note that suede 
footwear is not allowed. 

Footwear must be sensible. Pumps, high heels,  
trainers, sandals or boots of any kind are not 
allowed; the images below provide some 
examples. If you are unsure, please contact the 
school to clarify before making a purchase.
